Blood clots of the legs or Deep Vein Thrombosis
(D V T page found in both men and women of all ages. What
is aDVT and why do they occur?

First, a simple anatomy lesson on arteries and veins
and their purposeAn artery is a blood vessel that takes blood
away from the heart to all the far reaches of the body. Arteries
have thin muscles in their walls to withstand the pressure of
the heart pumping blood. Veins return the blood that has
circulated thought the by back to the heart. The blood is
able to return though the veins because the large muscles of
the body contract and squeeze the veins. The normal activities
of moving the body return the blood back to the heart.

In the legs, there are two types of veisaperficial
veins and deep veins. Superficial are the ones we can see
closest to the skin and the deep veins are the veins located
deep within the muscles of the legs.

Since muscles movement is responsible for helping
the blood return to the heart, i when we stop using our
muscles that problems occur. Without the muscle movement,
blood will sit and stagnate and then has a tendency to clot.
This clot can partially or fully block blood flow of this vein.
When this happens, it may cause damage to #ssel and
swelling and pain at thBVT site.

may be present. Another test is a Venograph, which is a
specialx-ray that shows the anatomy of the veins.

Once aDVT is found, then treatment starts. There are
different types of treatments but the most common treatment|
is a medication called an anticoagulant or blood thinner. These {.;, S\
medications can keep a clot fraynowing or breaking off and W
prevent new clots from forming. Unfortunately these
medications do not dissolve an existing clot. Bed rest is also
recommended along with the anticoagulant therapy.
